Agreement
The contract between the Board of Trustees of College of DuPage and the College of DuPage Faculty Association, IEA/NEA which establishes the terms and conditions of employment for the members of the bargaining unit.

The measure of value of individual courses in accordance with Illinois Community College Board standards.

Financial payment to a Faculty Member which is in addition to and not part of a base load or overload assignment 

Student
Any person appropriately admitted by the Office of Admission and enrolled in classes at the College

Summer Term
The instructional period that occurs outside of the academic year

Faculty contracted to teach for the two semesters of the academic year.  See Section A 1a. RECOGNITION, in the Contractual Agreement
